Dear Parents,

The Science Fair is fast approaching and it is time for students to start thinking about their experiments.  The school Science Fair is going to be held on March 16, 2010. 

There are a few important guidelines that the students should follow in order to make the most of their Science Fair experience:

· Students can start working on experiments at home by collecting their data.  Try to keep the experiment simple.  Students should not be spending a lot of money.  Use what is already available at home.
· Students need to bring all their data and materials to school to work on their project.  This needs to be done at school. Students can work alone or in groups; but no more than 2 per group.
· A standing poster board is recommended (but not required) and can be purchased at the Great Canadian Dollar Store.
· All data should be collected and brought into school at any time now, but must be here after March Break.  Students will be given class time to work on their poster board once they have brought in their data.
