April 30 - May 4: which, witch, threw, through, past, passed, bored, board, whole, hole
May 7 - 11: couldn’t, shouldn’t, aren’t, isn’t, would’ve, didn’t, doesn’t, haven’t, they’re, we’re 
May 14 - 18: happened, answered, explained, exclaimed, remembered, stated, whispered, asked, talked, watched

May 21 - 25: angry, anxious, awesome, relieved, terrible, awkward, strong, horrible, nervous, beautiful 
May 28 – June 1: between, feeling, different, planned, immediately, realized, often, usually, actually, never 
June 4 – 8: Miramichi, New Brunswick, Fredericton, Moncton, Canada, Bathurst, Sunny Corner, Newcastle, Chatham, Douglastown 
June 11 – 15: January, February, March, April, July, August, September, October, November, December
